Ritual is a prescribed form of activity which gives social expression to a religious purpose .
Properly speaking, It is not belief or dogma, but rather a religious code of manners. Through
long experience a particular group learns how best to express its common religious feelings.
These forms of activity are handed down from one geeeration to the next. thus establishing a
bond of unity with the past as well as providing a mechanism for common religious expression.
Some traditions. notably those of primitive cultures, have extremely complicated rituals for
every occasion of religious significance. Often the ritual must be enacted with
absolute fidelity or the gods will show their displeasure by harming man.

Religious ritual is most usually a function of priests within institutional churches. Their con-
cern is for ceremonial purity and the fulfillment of all the minute requirements which the
institution carries from one generation to the next.

After the move to Medina, the revelations became largely occupied with practical rules for
the lives of Muslims. The Prophet, Mohammed, was able to emigrate to Medina because of a
long-standing conflict between two tribes of the oasis. Unlike Mecca. Medina was an
agricultural community, and life there had been seriously disrupted by an unresolved blood
feud. Mohammed agreed to act as mediator in the dispute. and the people of the oasis made a
compact with him as their leader.

The following years were devoted to consolidating his position against severe opposition,
There were attempts on his life, and he came into especially sharp conflict with Jewish
tribesmen in the oasis. When he felt secure. he turned his attention to the neighborhood about
Medina. A few small military forays brought neighboring tribes under his influence and in 624
he began attacking the caravans that were the source of Meccan wealth. There was a series of
indecisive battles. but Mecca finally fell to the Prophet. in 630, as the result of a successful
diplomacy that severed its trade routes and brought great numbers of the tribes into alliance
with the Prophet. After the conquest of Mecca the Prophet faced his greatest military threat at
the Battle of Hunayn. where the combination of a powerful enemy and defections in his own
ranks nearly proved disastrous,

The pre-Islamic Arabs had no technical philosophy and no intellectual tradition. Their
closest approach to a philosophy was the concept of time (dahr), often mentioned in their
poetry. Time. which brings all things to men and then sweeps them away into oblivion.
was the ultimate force they recognized. In view of this pessimistic outlook, it is not
surprising that the Arabs made the best of their difficult and short lives by eating, drinking,
and adventuring in the extreme. Mohammed's religious message gave the bedouin
assurance of a force beyond time that controls human destiny and of a meaning for life
beyond the here and now.

Although the desert Arabs had religious beliefs and practices, they were not notably
religious people.
